Free CALI course for faculty

The Center for Computer-Assisted Legal Instruction (CALI) is offering a FREE online
course called Topics in Digital Law Practice starting Friday, February 10, 2012 at 2pm
ET.

This course is designed to provide an overview of the changes that are occurring in the
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practice of law today, especially with respect to technology. It will introduce law students
for real-world situations that they will encounter in the job market and point law

professors to new avenues to cover in their courses.

The course will run for one hour a week for nine weeks and will feature a different guest
speaker each week. Each class will be delivered via webcast and will have a 30 minute
lecture presentation followed by a question & answer period and an online, interactive
homework assignment for all course students to complete. There will be no formal
