e According to the Environmental Defense Fund, “[T]he payoffs of pedaling to
work are many: saving money on gas, avoiding traffic, getting exercise, helping

curb pollution and often saving time, too. If everyone who lives within 5 miles
of their workplace left their car at home just one day a week and cycled to
work, nearly 5 million tons of pollution would be saved every year — like

taking about a million cars off the road.”

commute? Here’s a handy fuel calculator to give you an estimate.
