Hummer were commissioned here at Notre Dame dur-
ing graduation time at the end of February. Norman
Thirion was sent to midshipmen's school where he will
be commissioned in four months.

An accelerated program of study was inaugurated at
Notre Dame in 1942, at the beginning of Mr. Lawless'
first semester here.
